Whereas Major General Doug O'Dell,  was headquartered in New Orleans when Hurricane 
Katrina made landfall in 2005, as the commanding General of the 4th Marine Division. 
and his 2,700 Marines and Sailors and assisted in rescuing and evacuating more than 
2,000 civilians, providing more than one million pounds of essential cargo, and 
restoring basic functions to more than 30 buildings, including churches,

Whereas Major General Doug O'Dell, has worked tirelessly to support the advancement of 
Commonwealth, and has made such support known through out the entire world, 

Whereas Major General Doug O'Dell, now actively promotes the interests of the people of

Know Ye therefore that we by virtue of the several offices granted by the Grace of the 
Queen's Most Excellent Majesty to us, we do now by these Presents grant and assign 
unto the said Major General Doug O'Dell, the Style and Title of Member of the Order of 
Saint Barnabas, and do further order that he be enrolled in that illustrious Order, as a 
Member, and be granted the Medal of the Member of Saint Barnabas, and all other 
rights and privileges associated with a Member of the Order of Saint Barnabas.

In Witness whereof We  have to these Presents subscribed our name and affixed the Seal of the 
Dominion of British West Florida, and our Seal as Governor-General this  ninth day of June in the fifty-
sixth year of the Reign of Our Sovereign Lady Elizabeth the Second by the Grace of God of the United 
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and of the Dominion of British West Florida, and of her 
other Realms and Territories Queen, Head of the Commonwealth, Defender of the Faith; and in the year 
of Our Lord two thousand and eight.
