
BY HIS EXCELLENCY the Most Honourable Bo Register, Marquess of Mobile and all 
the Islands of the Gulf, Baron Von Servers of Fayette, Grand Commander of the Order of 
Saint Barnabas, Her Majesty’s Governor-General in and for the Dominion of British West 
Florida

TO The Honourable Gary Edwin Loy, Her Majesty’s Herald of Arms in and for the Dominion of British West 
Florida, GREETING:

WHEREAS HER MAJESTY QUEEN ELIZABETH THE SECOND authorizes and empowers me, as 
Governor-General of the aforesaid Dominion, to exercise or provide for the exercise of all powers and authorities 
lawfully belonging to Her Majesty as Queen of West Florida in respect of ensigns armorial in British West 
Florida;

AND WHEREAS HIS GRACE ROBERT VII, DUKE OF FLORIDA, GRAND COMMANDER OF THE 
ORDER OF SAINT BARNABAS, in his past capacity as Her Majesty’s Governor-General in and for the 
aforesaid Dominion, gave the royal assent in the name of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth the Second as Queen of 
West Florida to an Act of Parliament establishing the ensigns armorial for Her Majesty’s Dominion of British 
West Florida and Her Floridian Majesty’s royal standard on the 6th day of August in the Year of Our Lord Two 
thousand and six;

AND WHEREAS it is fitting for me to do so pursuant to the terms of your Royal Commission of Office dated the 
4th day of October in the Year of Our Lord Two thousand and seven;

NOW KNOW YOU that I, having taken the same into my consideration, and pursuant to the authority vested in 
me by Her Majesty, do by these presents authorize and empower you to proclaim by letters patent the ensigns 
armorial and royal standard of HER MAJESTY’S DOMINION OF BRITISH WEST FLORIDA all according 
to the law of arms of the aforesaid Dominion, and for so doing this shall be your warrant.

GIVEN under my hand and the seal of the Dominion this 13th day of October in the Year of Our Lord Two 
thousand and seven, in the first year of my service in office and in the fifty-fifth year of Her Majesty’s reign.
